— Keep Dates and Total Budget consistent

— Request maximum amount from each grant ( < Total
Budget)

— Don’t divide the total budget among potential funding
sources

— Travel Advisory Level 3 “Reconsider Travel” recommend meeting with an adviser for their
program

* International SOS has issued a Travel Global Risk Rating of “Extreme” or “High”
for the country/specific region.

* The student is not fully vaccinated against COVID-19 (plus a booster shot, as
eligible) or does not have an approved exemption from vaccination while being
compliant with the university’s testing requirements.

 NOTE: Students are responsible for carefully following all entry requirements
for their destination.
